Guidelines for Use of Internet Sites and Materials with Students
Prepared by the Regional Library Media Specialists

When selecting Internet sites for use with students, teachers should adhere to the district’s

Acceptable Use guidelines.  All sites should be searched/previewed by the teacher just prior to student use.  Whenever possible, teachers should create “pathfinders”, or lists of websites for use during specific student research.
When using the Internet for class activities, teachers should select materials that are appropriate for the age of the students and relevant to the district’s curricula and the New Jersey Core Curriculum Content Standards.  Naturally, the guidelines and list of resources are to be designed to channel students’ research activities effectively and properly.  Teachers should also assist their students in developing the skills necessary to ascertain the truthfulness of researched information, distinguish fact from opinion, and engage in discussions about controversial issues while demonstrating tolerance and respect for those who hold divergent views.
Because books and software go “out of print” or become unavailable so quickly, it is strongly recommended that teachers refer to available sources for guidance.  These sources include, but are not necessarily limited to, current children’s book reviews, professional journals, and the personal recommendations of the school’s library media specialist.
