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Introduction

The Kittatinny Region Music Curriculum includes three areas of music instruction:  general music, choral music and instrumental music.  The music curriculum includes separate sections outlining the content, skills, understandings and attitudes associated with each of the three areas.  The curriculum areas are preceded by a set of narratives.  These narratives include statements of belief concerning topics such as philosophy, goals, time for instruction, staff development and assessment.

The curriculum was written by a committee of representatives of the music departments from each of the districts in the Kittatinny Region:  Fredon, Hampton, Kittatinny Regional High School, Sandyston-Walpack, and Stillwater.

The current music curriculum guide (adopted 1998-1999) was used as a reference for developing this revised curriculum guide.

The committee used a variety of sources to assist with the development of this guide.  The principal resource was the New Jersey Core Curriculum Content Standards (NJCCCS).  This curriculum guide has been aligned with the NJCCCS, and this alignment is documented within the curriculum guide.  The committee also relied greatly on publications from the Music Educators National Conference, including:

The revised curriculum guide reflects the latest recommendations of state and national professional groups, and represents the collective experience and talent of the music educators in the Kittatinny region.
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
