The Imperative for Music Education
Since the beginning of time, all people in all cultures have incorporated music into their religious, cultural, educational and aesthetic experience.  Music is truly a unifying human experience and a basic form of communication.  While it bonds people from place to place and one period of human history to another, it extends the range of human expression and understanding through heightened aesthetic awareness.  For these reasons, the study of music is an essential part of each child’s education.

A sound musical education program should provide students with the opportunity to acquire the fundamental understandings and skills necessary for creative expression.  It should offer students opportunities to experience the joy and satisfaction that comes from learning, performing and appreciating artistic endeavors.  The program should enhance the individual’s abilities, talents, self-confidence, self-esteem, self-discipline, as well as the social and coordination skills that result from the challenges and rigor of musical development.  The program should also enable the student to develop and refine his/her communication, creative and cognitive listening skills.

Music is the sequential study of acquired skills and learned knowledge that culminates in the “doing” of music within the context of performance.  Although not every student will necessarily become a performer of music, each will become a consumer of music.  Whether performers or consumers, students need to experience the modeling and intensity of live performance as part of their educational background.

Some students have unique musical talents and extraordinary musical interests.  These talents and interests need to be developed as an integral part of these students’ education.  Schools not only need to provide a comprehensive program of music education for all students, but also a continuous and in-depth program for those of exceptional ability.

The purpose of studying music should be to enable all students to enhance the quality of their lives and the lives of others by participating fully in their musical culture.

It is with these beliefs in mind that this curriculum is written.

Goals

The goals of the Kittatinny Region music curriculum focus on content, skills, artistic appreciation, historical and cultural perspectives, critical analysis, and group cooperation.  Our goals are:

· To provide opportunities for sequential skill development throughout each grade level.
· To develop musical knowledge and literacy.

· To provide opportunities for students to perform music.

· To develop an appreciation of music and its connection with the other arts.
· To establish patterns of cooperative behavior.

· To provide areas of study leading to the possibility of opportunities for vocation and/or continued life-long musical expression.

· To develop a sense of generosity through giving time and talent to others.

· To increase cultural and historical awareness.

· To develop the skills of critical analysis and response when listening to a recording or live performance.

· To provide an opportunity for students to attend live performances.

Local District Individual Differences

Each of the districts in the Kittatinny Region is unique in terms of its size, resources, time allocations for music, areas of staff expertise and local community expectations.  For these reasons this curriculum is designed to be a guide for music education.  It is not intended to be a mandate for doing everything the same in each district.  Music is a creative endeavor and by nature must promote and acknowledge the individual differences and talents of the staff and allow for program modifications from location to location.

Each individual district must work to achieve the common goals of this curriculum and make every effort to provide students with common experiences to develop the agreed-upon skills.  How the individual districts implement the program is a local decision.

Time for Instruction

This curriculum is written with the firm belief that music education is one of the basics – an essential set of concepts and skills for which everyone must develop proficiency.  As with all areas of the curriculum, proficiency is the result of many factors, but time is certainly key.  Band and chorus are curricular activities integral to the music program and therefore need to be included within the school day.  To ensure that students are able to experience the music program as outlined in this curriculum, the following recommendations are considered to be necessities:

General Music

Grades K-2 – students should experience a year-long program with music classes meeting at least twice per week for thirty (30) minutes per session.

Grades 3-6 – students should experience a year-long program with music classes meeting at least twice per week for forty (40) minutes per session.

General Music

Grade 7 – students should meet for a full period every other day throughout the school year.

Grade 8 – students should meet for a full period every day for ten (10) weeks.

Instrumental Music

Instrumental music lessons should be provided for small groups of students (a maximum of 5 students per group) who are studying like-instruments during the regular school day once a week for forty (40) minutes per session.

Band

Beginner Band should be scheduled twice per week for forty (40) minutes per session when students are ready for a band experience.

Intermediate Band should meet twice per week for forty (40) minutes per session.

7th and 8th Grade Band should meet daily for one instructional period.

Chamber Ensemble should meet for rehearsals as necessary.

Choral Music

Grades 4-6 Chorus should meet twice per week for forty (40) minutes per session.

7th and 8th Grade Chorus should meet daily for one instructional period.

Enrichment

Opportunities for teachers to meet and work with musically gifted students should be scheduled.

Note:  Since Band and chorus are curricular activities integral to the overall music program, rehearsals should be scheduled within the school day so as to minimize conflicts with other student activities such as lunch and recess.

Integration of Music with Other Subjects and Other Areas of The Arts

Many areas of the overall curriculum are taught and reinforced through music.  Clearly music helps tell the story of man over time and relates to every area of social studies, including history, geography and cultural heritage.  The study of music reinforces the basic concepts taught in science regarding sound and acoustical production.  The rhythms and patterns associated with music relate to patterns studied in mathematics.  The production of sound and song, along with reading of the music, help students make the connection between symbols and sounds related to reading.  As students study music they learn about the basic elements that pervade all the arts – rhythm, balance, line, and color.

Music teachers need to have the opportunity to meet with other staff members to discuss the ways in which they can assist each other in terms of implementing their program goals and objectives.  They also need to meet to plan cross-disciplinary lessons, activities and projects that help students make connections and develop meaningful understandings.

Opportunities to meet and plan should be promoted and assisted by the district administration.

Staff and Program Development

Staff development is an essential element of curriculum design.  It helps to ensure the implementation of the current curriculum, to keep staff abreast of new developments that may affect future curriculum revisions and adaptations, and to encourage professional growth and spirit.

For this reason the following recommendations are made:

Staff Development

· Hold annual region-wide music staff meetings to discuss topics of interest and importance to staff and students.  These meetings should have specific agendas developed in advance by the regional music personnel.

· Music department personnel should be encouraged to attend and participate in state and national music educators’ conventions and conferences (i.e.:  NJ Music Educators’ Conference and the Music Educators’ National Conference).

· Efforts should be made to continue to familiarize and train staff members in terms of infusing technology into the music curriculum.
· Efforts should be made through annual meetings, district wide in-service days and conference attendance to update music personnel in terms of instruction, and current and emerging educational practices.

Program Development

Curriculum development is an on-going process.  Research presents new findings in terms of how students learn.  New ideas emerge in terms of how programs should be organized and what is important for students to study and learn.  Materials for teaching continue to evolve.  For these reasons it is important that school districts examine new directions and consider ways to modify, adjust and expand current programs.  The following are offered as suggestions to enhance the effectiveness of our program:
· A string instrument program to be taught by a string specialist should be investigated in terms of its value and feasibility for the regional music curriculum.  It is the recommendation of the committee that the string specialist be hired and shared by the five region schools.
· Current technology as well as emerging technology should be studied (see ‘Staff Development’ above) and considered for inclusion in the music curriculum and school programs.

Live Performance

Music is considered a performing art.  Performance is a primary goal for all who study music.  Obviously students need regularly scheduled opportunities to perform.  They also need opportunities to see and hear live performances of a variety of music.

Students at all levels of musical development should participate in a number of performance opportunities, including:

1) School band and school chorus performances.
2) District Band and District Chorus.
3) Out-of-district performances when talent and opportunity suggest these activities.
Students need to participate in live performances beyond that of being the performers.  They need to have the opportunity to see models of excellence.  They need to see the levels of performance available to them if they continue to work and practice.  They need to learn to appreciate excellence and achievement and learn to recognize and evaluate the quality of the performance of others.  For this reason the districts need to make the following available:

1) *Live performances by experienced musicians whether the students travel to the performances    

         or the performers are brought into the district(s).

2) Opportunities for students to perform for each other:

a) district to district

b) middle school and high school band or chorus for elementary school students

*  It is hoped that each district will avail itself of the opportunity to have its students attend the
     New Jersey Symphony concert, which is performed annually in the county.

Assessment and Evaluation of Students and the Program
Students

Students will be assessed and evaluated consistent with local policies concerning student evaluation and grading.  Student assessment will be based on a variety of factors including, but not necessarily limited to:

1) attendance

2) preparedness, including evidence of practice

3) test scores

4) class participation

5) completion of assigned work

6) development in terms of knowledge and skill

Program

The program and curriculum will be reviewed regularly by music department personnel through a variety of means including, but not necessarily limited to:

1) a review of progress toward goals at annual regional music staff meetings.

2) discussions among those who teach at one level with those who teach at the next higher level of instruction – K-6 staff will discuss strengths and weaknesses of the program as perceived by those at the 7th and 8th grade level, and they in turn will do the same with their counterparts in grades 9-12.

3) a review of test results, when appropriate, from standardized assessments such as the NJ ASK, GEPA, and HSPA for the performing arts.

                                   Arts
The two appendices have been included in the curriculum as references for the staff.  Staff members should refer to Appendix A and Appendix B as guides for expectations of students in terms of outcomes.  As teachers implement the curriculum they should have a clear idea of which standards and indicators they are addressing.

The New Jersey Core Curriculum Framework for the Performing Arts should be used as a resource tool.  The Framework includes helpful suggestions for activities that may be used for instruction related to the standards (state and national).  The activities as used by teachers should eventually become a topic of discussion at annual, regional meetings.

General Music
General Music Program

Description


The general music program is provided to all students in grades kindergarten through six.  It is designed to teach and guide students to build a foundation of musical knowledge and skill and to become experienced in the skills of a musician.  The program works to develop an understanding and appreciation of music throughout the world’s various cultures and over the course of human history.  It is designed to address the standards and indicators listed in the New Jersey Core Curriculum Content Standards for the Performing Arts.


The general music program provides students with the fundamentals of music and the relationship of music to other curriculum areas including language arts literacy, social studies, mathematics, science and the visual arts.


The general music program provides students with important life-long learning and attitudes that help shape the quality of students’ lives forever.

Curriculum


The general music outline is based on the nine standards developed by the Music Educators’ National Conference and these standards include:

I. Singing alone and with others.

II. Performing on instruments, alone and with others.

III. Improvising melodies, variations, and accompaniments.

IV. Composing and arranging music.

V. Reading and notating music.

VI. Listening to, analyzing and describing music.

VII. Evaluating music and music performances.

VIII. Understanding relationships between music, the other arts, and disciplines outside the arts.

IX. Understanding music in relation to history and culture.

The general music outline lists a sequence of objectives grade level by grade level for each of the nine standards.  These standards and the objectives listed for each one meet and exceed the expectations of the New Jersey Content Standards.

Student Assessment and Evaluation


The students will be assessed in terms of, but not limited to, the following:

1) class participation

2) teacher observation and perceived skill development

3) written and performance tests

4) class work and assignments

5) projects

6) cooperation in groups

Grades will be determined and reported to parents according to local district policy.

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I. Description

The choral music program, open to students in the 4th through 6th grades, is an extension of the general music class, which begins in Kindergarten and follows through with each grade sequentially.  Choral Music provides each student the opportunity to apply the learned concepts and developed skills from the general music class to a performing ensemble.  This course includes exposure to varied choral literature, development of critical analysis and musical interpretation, performance practices, and ensemble training.

Each student is evaluated in the beginning of the year through an audition.  The audition results are used for vocal placement.  Students’ accuracy of individual performance is tested by the instructor.  Evaluation criteria for student assessment may include attendance, participation, progress, and cooperation.

VI. Materials

Choral literature from various periods, styles and cultures will be used in unison, two- and three-parts, treble and/or mixed, as vocally and age appropriate.  Choral octavos are the textbooks for the chorus.  Students have their own folder of choral music.

VII. Activities

A. Opportunity to participate in rehearsals and performances of School District, Regional and State Honor Choir, etc., as eligible.
B. Opportunity to attend performances, both amateur and professional (e.g. exchange concerts, choral festivals, New York or Northern New Jersey ensembles).

	The Choral Music Program, which is available to students in grades 7 and 8, is a continuation of the choral experience that begins in kindergarten and follows sequentially through each grade.  The Choral program affords each student the opportunity to apply learned concepts and developed skills from Chorus and the General Music class to a performing ensemble.  This course provides exposure to varied choral literature, as well as the development of critical analysis and musical interpretation skills, accepted performance practices, and ensemble training.
